1. The 163" Fighter Squadron will be conducting interviews in the October 1, 2016 to select potential
officers to attend pilot training for Fiscal Year 2018.

2. Applicants must possess a four-year college degree, and must not be over the age of 30 by the time they
start pilot training. Also, they must be able to pass a Military Flying Class I Physical. Applications are
preferred by 15 June 2016 but due no later than 30 June 2016 and must include the following:

- 2016 Undergraduate Pilot Training General Information Questionnaire- SEE BEL OW!!

- Cover Letter

- Resume including work experience, education, etc.

- Copies of college transcript(s)- if graduating this year make- note that on UPT Questionnaire and
follow up with transcripts later

- Three letters of recommendation from people you have worked for directly or know you well

- Air Force Officer Qualification Test (AFOQT) results

- Basic Attributes Test (BATS) (PCSM) results

- Flying time and ratings currently held (be prepared to provide logbooks during interview process)

- If you have any prior military service, please forward copies of DD214 and/or a summary of
reserve points earned.

3. If you have not taken the AFOQT, contact MSgt Joe Lewis (122d Fighter Wing recruiting office) at
260-478-3247 or email joseph.a.lewis64.mil@mail.mil to schedule testing. The AFOQT is administered
once per month. Typically it takes 2 weeks to receive test scores so arrange to take it soon.

4. Candidates selected for an interview will be notified via phone or e-mail approximately 1 month prior to
the interview. Be sure to provide us with your current address, email and phone or cell number. Please
update information if it should change.
