- Ifyou have any prior military service, please forward copies of DD214 and/or a summary of
reserve points earned.

3. If you have not taken the AFOQT, contact MSgt Joe Lewis (122d Fighter Wing recruiting office) at
260-478-3247 or email joseph.a.lewis64.mil@mail.mil to schedule testing in your local area. Typically
it takes two weeks to receive test scores and it may take some time to schedule the test so arrange to take it
soon.

4. Candidates selected for an interview will be notified via phone or e-mail approximately one month prior to
the interview. Be sure to provide us with your current address, email and phone or cell number. Please
update information if it should change.
